Call for caution as rapid weight loss leaves man paralysed
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New Delhi: ATIMS Delhi recently re-
poried a case involving a man in his
20z, a physical trainer, who was un-
able to lift the front part of his right
foot after losing an alarming 11 kg in
just 153 days. Noting this, doctors have
warned that rapid weight loss can
sometimes lead to a condition known
as "slimmer’s paralysis’, causing pa-
ralysisin the lower limbs,

"Bimmer's paralvsis is a rare oc-
currence, but this case shows such
complications can occcur and, there-
fore, one should bewary of undertak-
ing extreme measures to lose weight
fast,” Dr Vivek Shankar, additional
professor in the department of ortho-
pedics at ATIMS, said.

Rapid weight reduction, he added,
causes loss of protective fat around
the peroneal nerve a nerve that
runs down the outside of the leg, pro-
viding movement and sensation to

the foot, toes and lower leg.

“Weight loss does not affect the
body's physical structure only, It af-
fects the metabolic svstem also. IF
someone loses weight too fast, the
body may find it difficult to adapt to
the changes leading to serious com-
plications, Slimmer's paralvsis isone
of them. It has been reported widely”
DrShankarsaid.
