Google can’t Claim Safe
Harbour if its Activities
Violate Trademarks HC

New Delhi: The Delhi High Court said
Google LLC will not get the safe harbour
of an intermediary under the informa-
tion technology law if its activities are
found to be infringinga trademark. Itas-
ked the tech giant to actively remove ads
that infringe upon any trademark.

A division bench of Justices Vibhu
Bakhruand Amit Mahajan said Google's
Ads Programme is a commercial ventu-
re and, prima facie, encouraged users to
use search terms, including tradem:
as keywords for display of the advertise.
mentstothe target audience.

“It can hardly be acccl)ted that Google
canencourage and permit use of the tra-
demarksaskeywordsandineffect sellits
usage and yet claim the said data as be-
longing to third parties to avail an ex-
emption under Section 78(1) of the Infor-
mation Technology Act,” it said.

Under Section 79(1), an intermediary is
not liable for any third-party informa-
tion, data or communication link avai-
lable or hosted by it.

The HC noted that prior to 2004, Google
did not permit use of trademarks as key-
words. However, Google amended its po-
liey, obviously, for increasing its revenue
and subsequently introduced the tool,
which actively searches the most effecti-
ve terms including well known trade-
marks as keywords, it said.

“Itis verily believed that in 2009 Google
estimated that use of trademarks as key-
words would result in incremental reve-
nue of atleast $100 million. Google isnot
a passive intermediary but runs an ad-

The HC noted that prior to 2004, Google did
not permit use of trademarks as keywords

vertisement business, of which it has
pervasive control. Merely because the
said businessisrunonline andis doveta-
iled with its service as an intermediary,
does not entitle Google to the benefit of
Section79(1) of the IT Act, insofar as the
ads programme is concerned,” the jud-
gement stated.

The observations came on an appeal
led by Google against a single judge’
terim order in a case invelving DRS Lo-
gistics & Agarwal Packers and Movers
Pvt Ltd, both constituents of the DRS
Group. Googleargued that itisentitled to
protection as an intermediary under the
2002 Act.

DRS Logistics & Agarwal Packers had
alleged that their trademark ‘Agarwal
Packers and Movers’ was infringed upon
by the search engine giant as its ads pro-
gramme actively encouraged the use of
the registered trademarks as keywords
for third parties to display their sponso-
red links pertaining to websites.

The division bench said the tech giant
suggested keywords to advertisers, in-
cluding the trademark of competitors.

DIRECT TAX COLLECTIONS, net of
refunds, rose 17.3% year-on-year to
¥5.84 trillion till August 10 of the
current financial year, the finance
ministry said on Friday.

The growth was much higherthan
the 9.4% increase projected for the
whole fiscal to achieve the annual
gross direct tax target of T18.23 tril-
lion. The receipts so far account for
32% of the FY24 target.

Direct tax collections, before
refunds, grew 15.73% year-on-year
t0 %6.53 trillion by August 10 of the
current financial year. Refunds rose
by a modest 3.73% year-on-year to
%0.69 trillion between April 1 and
August 10,2023.

Due to lower excise duty receipts,
indirect tax receipts grewaround 9%
year-on-year in Q1FY24 as against
therequired rate of 10.6% toachieve
the annual target of ¥15.37 trillion.

However, the indirect tax growth
rateis expected to pick up in the com-
ing months as gross Goods and Ser-
vices Tax (Centre and states) receipts
grewbyover11%inApril-Julyof FY24.
